October 14, 2020—LAS VEGAS, NV–Nevada Humanities is pleased to announce the 
publication of A Valley of Light and Shadow: Las Vegas Writers on Good and Evil, the 11th 
anthology in the Las Vegas Writes series produced by Nevada Humanities and curated and 
edited by Jarret Keene. Las Vegas-area authors featured in A Valley of Light and Shadow 
include: Keith Brantley, Brittany Bronson, Tim Chizmar, Laura Decker, Krista Diamond, Fawn 
Douglas, Eric Duran-Valle, Samantha Goodman, Don Hall, Dana Jerman, Glenn Puitt, 
Elizabeth Quiñones-Zaldaña, and Beth Rosenberg. This year’s anthology is a compilation of 
essays, short stories, and poems that showcase local writers who explored this year’s stark 
theme: In Sin City, what does it mean to be sinful? And how much do we concede in order to 
see ourselves as “good?”

Las Vegas 
Writes is a program of Nevada Humanities in collaboration with the Las Vegas Book Festival, 
Las Vegas Clark County Library District, and published by Huntington Press. This Las Vegas 
Writes event will be available on the Las Vegas Book Festival’s YouTube channel for viewing 
after this event.  
 
“The Las Vegas Writes project is an important crucible for literary reflection and invention in, 
and about, Las Vegas,” says Christina Barr, executive director of Nevada Humanities. “Now in 
its 11th year, Las Vegas Writes authors have chronicled Las Vegas life from the ground up in 
innovative and edgy ways.” 
 
Every year Las Vegas Writes commissions a series of writers to develop an original work 
surrounding a theme connected to Las Vegas. For the past 11 years, topics have focused on 
Las Vegas’ history, future, and literature, highlighting the broad scope of the literary talents of 
those who live and work in Nevada.

Las Vegas Writes is supported by public and private funding for the literary arts through
